For these applications, the relays from the MN-FVPN or 
MN-NETLRY4 can be easily wired to an Initiating Device Circuit 
from a system, thereby providing separate terminals for each wire 
and device. Conversely, if multiple contacts are desired to operate 
an IDC to an MN-FVPN or MN-NETLY4, they can be connected to 
the MN-TK10.
